To avoid this difficulty I recommend that a power of 
attorney form (P1), in accordance with the 19th Schedule of 
the ~ransfer of Land Act, be used and registered in this 
office: 

If practitioners are unable to use the printed form, I 
suggest that they include the paragraph setting out the 
powers in the 19th schedule, as a paragraph in their own 
form. 

If a power of ~ttorney, not in the form of the 19th 
Schedule (P1), is to be used, it should be specific when 
conferring powers dealing with real property, especially in 
the following points : 

1. The Power must specifically refer to real estate. 

2. If executed outside Western Australia, it 
expressly or by necessary implication, refer to 
property in Western Australia.
