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1. CAVEATS "AS TO PORTION ONLY" 

On the 18th April, 1990 Rowland J delivered wrillcn rensons 
for judgement ln Supreme Court Action No. 33'18 of 1?89 
between a registered proprietor or land, and !he cavcalors 
and the Rcgislrar of TIii cs. 

The case concerned a caveat in which lhe description of land 
panel read ~As lo por1lon only of: Lot 180 ... ~ 111e porlion was. 
not further described In lhat section. In 11ml part of the 
document relating lo grounds, reforcnce.was made to Lois 9 
and 10 on nn ~unregistered strata plan~. 

His Honour held lhat the caveal did not properly Identify the 
land sought to be protecled and lhat Jr was lodged without 
reasonable cause. 

The caveators were ordered lo pny compensalion to lhe 
registered proprietor pursuant lo Section 140 of lhe Trtmsfer 
ofLandAcl, 

Tite cavcalors and the Rcgislrnr o(Tilles have lodged Notices 
. of Appeal against that decisir,.,, 

It is the responsibilily of the caveat or lo ensure that !he land 
description is sufficien_r. 

If lhe cavenror wishes lo amend lhe land description prior lo 
notices being sent lo the registered proprielor, lhen lhe 
amendmenls are lo be signed by lhe cavcnlor, or the :,gent 
who signed lhe cavcal, eilher on the caveat or by lcller which 
is lo be annexed lo lhe caveat, Alternalivcly lhe amendment 
may be made by lhe cavealor's solicitor or selllernent ;:igenl by 
Ccrtificale after lodgement (Customer Information Dullctin 
No.12 dalcd 17.11.88). 

Jf norices have been sent lo lhe regislercd proprietor, lhen 
amendment will not be pcrrnilted, If lhe cavealor wishes to 
effect a change it will need lo be by way or withdrawing lhe 
caveat and lodging a new cavenl, 

2. STOPPED DOCUMENTS - LETTER 
REQUESTING AMENDMENTS 

Where reCiuisillons are raised by lhis Office on documcnls 
lodged.for registration and amendments are required lo !hose 

documenls, such am·endmenls must be aulhorised. The most 
emphnllc nulhorisalion ls the Initials or lhe parties to that 
document and theirwilnesscs. 

However, it Is cuslomaty for this Orrice lo accept lellers 
authorising the Registrar lo amend lhe document on behal£ 
or the parlies. Such letlers come rrom either the party or 
parties 10 the document and affccled by lhe amendment, or Jn 
certain circumstances by the !iolicltor or setllement agent 
acling on behn!C of and authorised by lhe party affected. 

111e standard or letter being received requesting amendments 
has been declining. Customers are reminded that lhe letter 
should refer to: 

o. Details or lhe document to be amended. 

b. Clearly express lhe amendment lo be made. 

c. 111e authorily under which the request is ~ade.

3. TRANSFERS OF FREEHOLD LEASES 

Jn rulurc, Transfers of Freehold Leases will be endorsed on 
originol Tilles as wcJI as the original Leases Jn much the same 
manner as are Transfers of Mon gages. 

It should be nolcd that lhe LeSSees copy qr lhe lease will be 
required to be produced, an~ !hat production or lhe duplicate 
Certificate ofTIUe would be desirable but not compulsory. 
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4. CHANGES IN GRAPHIC BANK CROWN 
SURVEYS 

In keeping wilh the Department1s nlm of a single land 
registration system, It has been r:solved to ~1ove towa_r~ a 
single Survey Index Plan that, m effect, 1s a combrncd 
Kcyshcc_t and Index Plan. 

To achieve this single Survey Index Plan a strategy of staged 
implcmcntalion has been adopted. 

Stage One has commenced and involves the following:-

a. Microfilming of all kcyshecls. These microfiche will be 
updated after any amendment has been made to the 
kcyshcct. 

b. Rcplaccmcnl of all paper dyellne keysheels wilh plastic 
copies. , 

c. Elimination of duplicate keyshcets. 

d. Some new crown survey information will be charted on 
LTO Index Plans. TI1is will only occur for new Crown · 
Survers. 

c. The database listing of the Keys heel series will be 
updated. 

It should be noted that in view or item (d) above1 the current 
requirement that bolh LTO Index Plans nnd Kcysheets be 
searched when undertaking a ,urvey search now becomes 
obligatory in all irulances. 

Customers will be kept infom1ed or further progress toward 
lhe achievement of an inlegraJed Survey Index Plan.
